OPTION B: “Hollywood’s Connections with Nazi Germany”

A controversial new book by Harvard scholar Ben Urwand claims that Hollywood movie studios agreed to the demands1
of the Nazis and even collaborated with them. “The studio executives wanted to preserve business in Germany all through2
the 1930s,” says the author. “So they invited the Nazi German consul in Los Angeles to their studios and showed him3
pictures that could be considered potentially offensive to Germany, and they would allow him to make cuts to their pictures.”4

The Nazis, according to Urwand, could also prevent movies from being made. He claims a Hollywood film about Hitler5
was never produced because of Nazi pressure. The film’s original idea came from the great Hollywood screenwriter, Herman 6
Mankiewicz, who also wrote the script for the legendary C itizen Kane – for some, the greatest movie ever made. Mankiewicz7
had a script about Hitler’s treatment of the J ews. According to Urwand, the Nazi German consul told studio executives that if8
any studio made this picture, then all of the Hollywood studios would be banned from the German market.9

Steven Ross, P rofessor of History at USC, sees the studios’ alliance with the Nazis as understandable. He claims that10
studios were primarily business companies and, therefore, although they were run by J ews, they put their business interests11
before J udaism. “And it all has to be understood in the context of the times,” says historian Thomas Doherty. He observes12
that in the 1930’s, the Nazis had not become the universal symbol for absolute evil they are today, “so, to condemn13
producers for negotiating with the Nazis, to my mind, lacks historical perspective.”14
